Elementary After School Ski 
Program Tourney & Banquet 
 
The end of season ski tournament for 
the after school cross country ski 
program is coming soon.  The tournament will be held 
over two afternoons, Monday and Tuesday, March 15 and 
March 16. Monday’s races will be individual events with 
races in six categories: Grades 4, 5 and 6 boys and Grades 
4, 5 and 6 girls. Tuesday’s races will be 4 person relays 
with three categories: Grades 4, 5 and 6.  The relay teams 
can be mixed gender. Relay teams will be decided before 
race day. We will have practice sessions to explain the 
setup during the afterschool sessions next week. 
Tournament participation fees are the same as for the 
regular sessions:  a loonie per event.  There will be an 
awards ceremony and banquet after the final relay race 
on Tuesday, March 16. The banquet will begin at 
approximately 4:45 pm and finish at around 5:30 pm. 
Pizza, fries and milk will be served at the banquet. The 
cost of attending the banquet is $5.00 per child.  Students 
who plan to attend must bring in the registration fee to 
their teachers by Thursday, March 11. 
 
At the awards ceremony, a 2010 Olympic hat will be 
presented to all race participants. First, second and third 
place medals will be presented to the top three finishers 
in Grade 4, 5, and 6 boys and girls individual races and 
grades 4, 5 and 6 relay teams. An annual trophy will be 
awarded to the team that collects the most participation 
and performance points. The winning school will retain 
the trophy for one year.

Student Safety: Our Top Priority 
 
Student safety has to be at the forefront of the entire 
school community.  Recently, however, there have been 
too many close calls as some have been ignoring our 
policy and proceeding onto and parking on school grounds 
at times of the day when there is to be no entry or 
parking.   
 
To help improve parking lot safety, you will notice that 
we’ve had some new signs erected on our parking lot.  
First, please be aware of our “No Entry onto School 
Grounds” policy between the hours of 7:30 am and 3:30 
pm.   
 
We’ve also received complaints about traffic congestion 
and a very serious incident in the drop-off on Wellington 
St.  Please be advised that this is a drop-off only.  Parents 
and guardians are not to park in this drop off zone.  If you 
wish to park and escort your child into the school, you 
must park on Citadel Drive or on the church lane up 
behind the school.  While some parents have complained 
about the inconvenience, just as many have dropped by to 
say “Thanks for making the drop-off situation safer!”  You 
are most welcome! 
 
School personnel will be very vigilant in enforcing our 
parking lot safety policy and, if necessary, will have to 
report offenders to the RNC.  Thank you to all for your 
continued cooperation and support of our safety 
practices.

Healthy Lunches 
 
Recommendations from national 
studies on student health 
repeatedly call for the promotion of healthy lunches at 
school and parental involvement.  The Heart and Stroke 
Foundation recently found that Newfoundland and 
Labrador ranked last in Canada in terms of healthy weight 
and 11

th
 place in terms of fruit and vegetable intake.  1 in 

5 teens in Canada are at risk for heart disease due to 
overweight and inactivity (Globe and Mail, October 2009). 
 
In recent years, our school and our district have worked 
very hard to bring about positive changes in healthy 
eating with the implementation of the Provincial School 
Food Guidelines.  When healthy foods are sent to school 
from home, this supports the message that teachers and 
administrators are attempting to promote. 
 
One issue of concern however has been the bringing of 
takeout food into the school.  Most takeout foods have a 
high content of fat and salt and are not seem as healthy 
foods for children.  When unhealthy foods are sent to 
school, students receive conflicting ideas from parents 
and the message about the importance of healthy eating 
may be lost. 
 
We are asking parents to please avoid bringing in 
unhealthy takeout foods.  If you must send this, please 
limit it to once a week (perhaps one particular “treat 
day”).  We ask you for your support with this to help 
promote healthy eating and improve the general health of 
our students.  Thanks for your continued support. 

 

Homework Tips on Reading: What 
Parents Can Do 
 
1.  Have your child read aloud to you every night.  
 
2.  Choose a quiet place, free from distractions, for your 
child to do his or her nightly reading.  
 
3.  Read the title and ask your child what they think the 
book will be about.  
 
4.  Look at the pictures to give clues. 
 
5.  Draw attention to any repeating patterns in the words. 
 
6.  Have your child finger point (point to the beginning of 
each word to draw attention to the beginning sound.). 



 
7.  Have your child say the beginning sounds, middle and 
ending ones too. 
 
8.  Ensure that your child doesn’t stop too long; move 
ahead to see what comes 
next, then go back to find a 
word that makes sense. 
 
9.  Ask your child, “Does this 
make sense?” 
 
10.  Have your child look for 
little words within the 
word… 
eg. Standing 
 
11. Discuss what the book was about; reading is all about 
understanding what you have read.
