Grade 2 French Immersion Curriculum Letter to Parents

Dear Parents/Guardians:

The following is an outline of the work that we hope to cover in each subject area during the school year.

Language Program

Speaking:   There will be daily opportunities for your child to express questions, ideas, and opinions, in large group discussions, with a partner and with adults.

Listening:  Development of listening skills will be emphasized in large and small group discussions.  

Reading:  Our focus is to encourage children to read for meaning, to understand what they are reading and to read more fluently.  To reach this goal, the children will take part in many reading activities throughout the day...(reading their own journals and stories, choral reading, poetry, etc...).   These will include shared silent reading; buddy reading (sharing a story with a student in our class; and small group reading of their homework with the teacher or French language student assistant).  In class instruction will be given using the following French resources: Théo et Raphaëlle, Les récits du dimanche, Les clés du savoir, Azimut à l’ordi 2 et 3, Collection Alpha-Jeunes, Collection Alpha-monde, Collection GB+, Collection Je lis, tu lis, Lire en criant ciseau.. 
Writing:  Children will experience different forms of writing: journal writing, story writing, letter writing, poetry, etc...  We hope that you will encourage your child to write often at home, in both French and English. 

Handwriting:  The practice of correct letter formation in upper and lower case letters will continue throughout the year.  Cursive writing will be introduced and encouraged as the year progresses.  

Spelling:   The children’s spelling skills will improve as they read, write and experiment with words.  The students will be concentrating on a particular phonetic sound each week.  They will be tested every Friday on their dictée words, which are based on that particular phonetic sound.  

In January and June the children will be tested to determine their reading levels at these times.  Running records will be used for evaluation.  

Computer

Students will participate in a computer program once in the 7-day cycle. 

Math

The topics to be covered throughout the year, from the resource, Chenelière Mathématiques, are as follows:

Health

The Health program involves a collection of literature books in French to support Primary Health outcomes, including books from the collection, Je lis, tu lis. We will be discussing the following topics:


Safety rules and hygiene in the home


The importance of healthy foods, exercise and rest for growing children


The five senses


Dental health


Safe use of medications

Art

The book Explorations In Art will be used as a reference, as well as L’image de l’art plus 2, while seasonal activities will be completed throughout the year.
We will also be doing some digital art projects throughout the year using Corel Painter Essentials 3.
Music
Children will learn new musical concepts as well as develop previous concepts learned.  Melody, harmony, beat, rhythm, meter, instruments, creating, form and expression will be developed through singing, playing and listening.

Physical Education
Children continue developing physical skills previously learned.  Locomotive and non-locomotive activities are used to improve skill development.  Students in Grade 2 are introduced to extra-curricular activities.  During intramurals, students participate in soccer, bucketball, floor hockey, dodgeball, ringette, and scooterball.  Also, Grade 2 students are introduced to “Native games” to help improve physical development and an awareness of Labrador culture.
