IMPORTANT MEMO
DISMISSAL (SAFETY CONCERN)
Avoiding difficulty at dismissal times:
At times there are so many parents in the hallways and by lockers that it is easy to lose track of where children are to go (i.e. on the bus, pick up, or walk).
You can help solve the problem

If you are going to pick up your child on a regular basis or periodically you are asked to wait in the foyer by the Library or the Principal’s Office. Let your child know where you will be waiting and they will be sent to the appropriate area before busses are loaded.

Students are required to have a note if they are being picked up. If you are picking up your child on a regular basis one note to the teacher will suffice. If you are picking up your child periodically a note is required each time. If a student does not have a note he/she will be put in the bus line.
Please note classes end at 2:05 and dismissal starts at this time. For safety reasons we cannot accept children “just telling” us they are being picked up. If we do not have a note from a parent they will be put on their regular bus.
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BUSSING REGULATIONS

As you are aware, The Labrador School Board has a Bussing Policy which does allow for a student to be dropped off at a different stop than they are picked up. This stop is to be the same each day. All too often the school gets calls or notes with requests for exceptions to the Board Policy. We as a school do not have the authority to grant such exceptions. This policy was put in place for safety and to eliminate the confusion of where children are to go each day. 

PLEASE NOTE: in following the Labrador School Board Bus Regulations, you MUST contact the Bus Supervisor, Mr. Brian Wall at 896-6025, if alternate bus arrangements are being requested.
ROADSIDE REGULATIONS

Please follow the regulations listed below when picking up and dropping off your child.

· NO PARKING OR STOPPING ON THE OPPOSITE SIDE OF THE STREET

· VEHICLES CAN ONLY PARK NEXT TO THE GUARDRAIL FACING THE APPROPRIATE DIRECTION (WITH THE FLOW OF TRAFFIC)
· VEHICLES ARE NOT PERMITTED INSIDE THE GUARDRAIL
· STUDENTS MAY ENTER THE PARKING LOT ONLY THROUGH THE OPENING IN THE GUARDRAIL.  DO NOT LIFT STUDENTS OVER THE GUARDRAIL
· DO NOT BLOCK OPENING IN THE GUARDRAIL

· THE TOWN HAS POSTED NEW SPEED LIMIT SIGNS FOR THE SCHOOL ZONE OF 30 KM

We appreciate your attention to this matter.  The RCMP will be assisting us in ensuring that these safety procedures are followed.

BIRTHDAY INVITATIONS
Research shows one of the most stressful and hurtful events for a child is not receiving a birthday invitation while others around them do. Therefore, the school does not permit the distribution of birthday invitations. We, as teachers, often find ourselves asked to pass out some invitations or permit students to do so. We also find ourselves having to deal with the hurt created by this situation. I’m sure you can appreciate our concern and trust that we can count on your support.

I hope this information will not be looked upon negatively or be perceived as being restrictive.

· to enhance safety

· to prevent hurtful situations

Outdoor Lunch Play (Grades 1/2/3)
Even though the warm weather has left us, we will still go outside throughout the year if the conditions are suitable (i.e. not raining, temperature above -15). Please make sure your child is dressed appropriately for daily outside play at lunchtime. This includes hats, mitts, jackets, sneakers, boots, snow pants, wind pants, etc. Decisions to go outside will be made through the office before lunchtime.
