Students and staff return to homeroom. Bells will sound at 2:40 and 2:45. Busses will not leave until 2:50.

Homerooms
All students are assigned to a homeroom at the appropriate grade level. All homerooms will be posted on the front entrance at the end of the work day on Friday, September 3,2010
Lockers
All students will be assigned a locker by their homeroom teacher. In most cases, two students will be required to share a locker. This space is meant for the storage of personal items, including outdoor clothing. It is recommended that lockers be kept locked at all times but valuable items should not be stored there. Locks for lockers will also be provided to students and collected at the end of the school year. A replacement fee of $7.50 will be charged for any lock not returned.

School Materials
The school will provide many items for student use, including computer paper and photocopying privileges. However, all students are expected to have basic school supplies such as exercise books, pencils, markers, etc.

Textbooks
Textbooks for students are funded by our provincial government and distributed to students by the homeroom teacher. These books remain the property of the school and should be treated with due care. Workbooks are also provided free of charge but if a workbook is lost, parents will be expected to purchase a second copy.

Fieldtrips
At some point in the school year, a class/grade may be involved in a field trip. As these are planned, the teachers involved will provide information for students and parents. Signed parental permission sheets are required for your child to attend a field trip. These will be provided by the teacher organizing the field trip.
Emergency School Closure
In the event that school is closed for inclement weather or other unforeseen circumstances, the announcement will be sent to you via a telephone call from our automatic messaging program Synrevoice. It will also be broadcasted on our local radio stations:

650 AM (VOCM), 98.7 FM (K-Rock) and 95.9 FM (OZ FM).

Late Arrival
Students arriving late must sign-in at the office and pick up a late slip to take to his/her teacher. Regular tardiness is considered a discipline issue and will be addressed by administration.

Leaving School during the School Day
All students leaving school during the school day, with the exception of lunch break, must report to the office to sign out. Parent permission is a required condition for releasing any student. Parents who are picking up their child before the conclusion of the school day must enter the building to sign their child out at the office. Please call the office if you are unable to pick up the child yourself.

Absenteeism
All students between the ages of 6 and 16 are required to attend school. If your child is absent for any reason, please inform the school by way of a note to the homeroom teacher or a phone call to the office. All unexcused absences for your child will be communicated to you via Synrevoice at the end of each school day.
Electronic Devices
Cell phones and other electronic devices are not permitted in our school during regular school hours. If these devices must come to school with your child, they must be turned off and stored in lockers or book bags during the school day. Students of St. Paul’s have access to a land line for important phone calls. Failure to comply with this regulation will result in these devices being taken from your child and held in the administration office until a parent arrives to claim them.
