Our School Community
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St. Paul’s is located on Magee Road in the North West end of Gander. It is adjacent to Gander Collegiate (to the south west) and the College of the North Atlantic. It opened in 1976 as a DREE School (Department of Regional Economic Expansion) under the Gander-Bonavitsa-Connaigre Roman Catholic School Board, and later became part of the Nova Consolidated School District, and then under further District consolidation in 2003, the Nova Central School District.

The school’s enrolment in 2007-2008 was 326 students in Grades 7, 8 and 9, with an average class size of 25 students per class.

St. Paul’s serves the Town of Gander (population ~ 9,600 people) and the Local Service District of Benton (population ~ 500 people).

The staffing component of the school included 22 regular staff (including administration), one student assistant and one French Immersion teacher aide. The school was also served by a secretary, custodian and two janitorial staff.

Grade 9 CRT Results 2008
Background:

The grade 9 CRT consists of 3 parts: (Part I) non-calculator/closed constructed questions, (Part II) constructed response questions and (Part III) multiple-choice questions.  In previous years, St. Paul’s has not faired well with the non-calculator/closed constructed questions.  As part of our school development plan we decided to focus our efforts to improve results in this area.   Several strategies were initiated at all grade levels.  All students were expected to limit the use of the calculator during the math class, to focus on improving multiplication facts and to revisit math facts through classroom math minutes.  The 2008 CRT results have affirmed that these strategies are affecting positive change.  St. Paul’s is performing above the district and above the province.

Strategies to Address Areas for Improvement:



The following strategies will be added at all grade levels.

a. Math teachers will introduce more questions without visual cues during instruction and evaluation.

b. Math teachers will try to integrate questions, where appropriate, involving exponents throughout the year.

c. Math teachers will provide more multiple-choice questions during instruction and evaluation to provide students with the opportunity to develop the needed skills necessary for this type of questioning.

Language Arts Summary

2007-2008

The 2008 Language Arts CRT comprised of two distinct parts – Multiple Choice Items (1-10) based on Poetic Reading and Informational Reading, and Constructed Response questions on Demand Writing, Poetry and Informational reading/visuals. From the 2007 CRT, it was determined that Poetry was the weakest area in our Language Arts students. In most cases, the school was below the District and Province in this area. In all other areas, the schools scores were above the District and Province.

In the 2008 Language Arts CRT, the same results have occurred. In the Multiple Choice items, the St. Paul’s scored above the District and the Province in both the Poetic and Informational Reading sections. In the Constructed Response section, St. Paul’s  was above the District but slightly below the Province in Demand Writing; was below the District and the Province in the Poetry section, and above the District and Province in the Information section.

Strategies to improve performance in English Language Arts   
After discussion with Language Arts Teachers, it was felt more emphasis needed to be placed on poetry in Grades 7 and 8 as well as Grade 9. Therefore, the following three recommendations are placed on the table to be implemented in this and future years:

· All teachers of Language Arts in Grades 7-9 develop a bank of selected response questions for poetry and informational reading. These would encompass current Literary Terms as well as other areas of identified weaknesses from the past CRT’s.

· All teachers of Language Arts in Grades 7-9 would receive a bank of visuals on flash drives appropriate to their Grade level to provide students with greater exposure to coloured and black and white visuals in testing situations.

· The school, in its budgetary process, is recommended to provide all classrooms with viewers and appropriate computers to allow visuals and other media to be accessed in the teaching of English Language Arts in each classroom.

	Evaluation 3.1 To determine the extent of progress in addressing student safety concerns, all students were asked to respond to a safety related question from the original student survey. Since 2006, the number of students who do not feel safe at school has decreased from 13.4% to 4%. 
	Evaluation 3.2  Students and teachers were asked to respond to a number of questions from the original student and teacher surveys. The results indicated that we have made significant progress in decreasing external disruptions (i.e. announcements) to classroom instruction. In 2006, 39.5% of students indicated there were few disruptions during their classes. This year that number has increased to 61%. The same trend is seen with teacher responses. The 27.3% in 2006 has increased to 71% responding that there few disruptions occur during their classes. 
A question regarding classroom disruptions by students did not yield the same positive results. There was a slight increase in the percentage of students who disagreed that students rarely disrupt at their school. This concern was more significant for teachers with 50% disagreeing this year as opposed to the 39.1% who expressed that concern in 2006.
There was a very positive response to the Stand-Up Against Bullying Day with 274 of 350 students/staff participating. Since then more students seem comfortable in reporting bullying incidents they have observed.
	Evaluation 3.3 The District Advisory Protocol has been successful in improving student attendance but there are still some cases in which it is not achieving positive results. 
Teachers responded positively to the advisory system and it was decided that we should continue with a homeroom and at-risk approach for grade 7/8 and a full scale approach for grade 9. Feedback from teachers who participated in the grade 9 session was positive and they felt it was well received by students.

	Evaluation 3.1 Non-competitive activities have enticed a large number of students in addition to those who participate in varsity sports. Anecdotal reports from students and teachers indicate that the common period for grade 7 students to engage in active living activities was very positive. Students were always eager about the activities and participation was 100% with illness being the only exception. The intramural program had 44 students who did not play on varsity teams. Approximately 80 students participate in recess activities each day.  82% of the student body was in attendance for Carnival Day, a combination of indoor and outdoor physical activities. 
	Evaluation 3.2   According to staff observation and the recycling count there is a significant decrease in the amount of junk food being consumed at school. Even though this is our first year of not selling soda pop in the canteen, soda pop is rarely brought to school. The recycling count indicates just a few cans in 2-3 weeks. It is also evident that milk sales have increased significantly. The other observable difference is the healthier lunch choices when students eat lunch at school. Very few students, in comparison to past numbers, are having products such as MacDonalds delivered to the school.
