The vision of St. Paul’s Intermediate School is to facilitate the overall development of all members of the school community and to create a learning environment which is committed to continuous improvement, the realization of potential and the fostering of mutual respect and understanding.

Our School Community
St. Paul’s is located on Magee Road in the North West end of Gander. It is adjacent to Gander Collegiate (to the south west) and the College of the North Atlantic. It opened in 1976 as a DREE School (Department of Regional Economic Expansion) under the Gander-Bonavitsa-Connaigre Roman Catholic School Board, and later became part of the Nova Consolidated School District, and then under further District consolidation in 2003, the Nova Central School District.
The schools enrolment in 2005-2006 was 351 students in Grades 7,8, and 9, with the average class size of 25 students per class.

St. Paul’s serves the Town of Gander (population ~ 9,600 people) and the Local Service District of Benton (population ~ 500 people).
The staffing component of the school included 25 regular staff (including administration) and itinerant services in Music (Gander Collegiate), Guidance (Gander Academy) and services from District Office in Blind and Visually Impaired and a Behavioral Support Specialist. The school was also served by a secretary, custodian and two janitorial staff.

3-5 Year School Development Plan 
Our school plan is still being developed.
Report on Most Current Data and Last Year’s School Development Plan (2005-06) 
In 2005-2006 St. Paul’s started to revitalize its School Development Plan. A six member internal team was composed primarily of senior teaching staff. As there were no objectives to report from previous years, it is important here to highlight what has been done to date regarding School Development at the school.

In the fall of 2005, the Internal Team of the school was formalized. This group held various meetings throughout the fall and into January to get the process in place for having all staff involved. At most stages of meetings, the Internal Chair would liaise with the District Program Staff of School Development to determine if our Internal Team was headed in the right direction. In February 2006 the school held a one day shut down where the process of School Development was explained to the full staff and questions and answers were provided, as well as interaction amongst staff for the review of the current Vision Statement and what the school’s Mission would be. 
In April, 2006 surveys were completed by students, parents and staff and sent to the Department for scoring. Several significant areas were highlighted, first by the internal team, and later by the staff as a whole in a one day shut down in late May.  The staff narrowed down the 15 components to 8 areas that they felt needed to be addressed. Upon further discussion and through group activity, it was felt we could further narrow down the areas we had under our control rather than those we didn’t (ie) staffing of the school. 
We had envisioned to begin setting of goals from the data, but ran out of time. It is anticipated that goal setting and action plan writing will begin in the fall of 2006.
