Parking Lot Safety Reminders:

Please make note of the following relating to our parking lot and the drop-off and thoroughfare lanes at the front of our building.  To assist in keeping our children safe, we ask you to make special note of the following:

· The traffic lane closest to the school is NOT to be used for parking.  This lane is to be used for drop-off and through traffic only.  Vehicles should not be stopped for any period of time other than the time required to drop off students.  

· [image: image8.wmf]Even though the lane closest to the school is very wide, there should only be ONE lane of traffic.  Vehicles should not be stopped while other vehicles pull out and pass them.  We have pylons in place to assist with this.
· The center lane is for buses and through traffic only.  Drop-off and parking are NOT permitted in this lane.  This will reduce the likelihood of children walking in front of moving vehicles.

· Children can be dropped off in the lane nearest the school or in the parking lot near the crosswalk.  Children must use the crosswalk and NOT walk through the moving vehicles.

· [image: image9.wmf]Parents/guardians entering the school or stopping their vehicles for extended periods of time must park in either of the following locations:

· On the school parking lot.

· In the empty lot next to the school (where the ESSO tanks were once located) or near that location.

· On the Elementary School Parking lot.  

· NOT IN THE TRAFFIC LANES.

The SAFETY of our students MUST come first.  The inconvenience of parking a short distance from the school will pay off if we can ensure the safety of each of our students.

Playground Equipment Fundraiser
This year we have decided to focus our fundraising efforts on the purchase of Playground Equipment for our school.  This equipment will be installed in the playground nearest the school.  The original equipment in this play area was removed last school year due to wear and tear.   We began raising funds in May through our Readathon fundraiser and raised approximately $2000.00 at that time. 

To assist with funding this project, and in keeping with our nutrition policy, we have planned a Thanksgiving Vegetable Fundraiser which will begin today, Monday, September 19, and will run until next Friday, September 30, at which time all orders must be submitted to the school.  Orders must be recorded on the back of the attached order form.  Orders must then be totaled, written on the bottom of the form.  The bottom of the form can then be detached and submitted with payment to the school.  Parents/ guardians are responsible for the delivery of the vegetable bags; and therefore must keep the top portion as their record sheet for deliveries.

We will be selling 10 pound bags of locally-grown vegetables.  Each bag costs $8 and contains the following:

· 5 lbs of potatoes

· 2 lbs of cabbage

· 2 lbs turnip

· 1 lb carrot

We are not asking children to go door to door.  Make it a family and friend event.  Please return all order forms by Friday, September 30.  
Parents/guardians can pick up the vegetables at the school on Wednesday, October 5.
