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PLEASE MAKE NOTE OF THE FOLLOWING
1.
To ensure the safety of all our students, ALL VISITORS, including parents and guardians, are asked to check in with the main office before proceeding further into the building.  If a parent is taking a child from the school during school hours, they are to notify the main office.  

2.
Parents are encouraged to become part of the school environment.  School curriculum, class projects, and school socials, such as field trips and assemblies are areas where parents have an opportunity to enhance their child’s educational development.  Other areas where volunteers are required involve the breakfast program, reading programs, the library, and Accelerated Reading.

3.
Parents are to act as a liaison between the teacher and student, making sure school policies are followed.  A discussion of the Student Code of Conduct found in this journal may be a good start.

4.
Parents are encouraged to meet with the homeroom teacher throughout the year to discuss the progress their child is making with his/her program.

5.
Parents are requested to make use of the school homework agenda, checking for homework and information from your child’s teacher.  You may wish to make it a practice signing the agenda each evening, confirming your child has completed their homework.


6.
Our School Council is always looking for new members.  Consider joining – your time can make a difference.

7.
Please ensure that your child’s teacher is aware if your child will have a change in his/her normal dismissal routine (bussing, being picked up).  This should normally be done with a note in the student agenda.  Unless you notify us otherwise, we will dismiss your child as per your original instructions.  We strongly discourage phone calls to the office with dismissal changes, unless in case of an emergency.

8.
The easiest way to communicate with your child’s teacher is to write a note in your child’s agenda book.  Our phone lines are very busy during the day.  Putting a note in the agenda is the preferred method of communication.
9.
Due to the large student enrolment, and the age of our students, microwave use to heat up lunches is not provided at our school.
10.
If students are required to take medication during the school day, a medical form MUST be completed and an adult must drop the medication off to the school.

11.
Parents/guardians are asked to notify the school if children have a medical condition and if they have been issued Medic Alert jewelry (i.e. bracelet or necklace).

12.
Due to severe allergies, parents/guardians are asked to send only peanut/nut free items 
to school.
SCHOOL & CLASSROOM EXPECTATIONS 

1.
Children are required to wear indoor sneakers in school at all times.  
2.
Children are reminded to respect our school environment and not to litter inside or outside the school.
3.
Students are reminded to keep safety in mind at all times.  We encourage students to walk when inside the school.  
4.
Skateboards, roller blades, heelies, and roller skates create safety concerns and are not permitted on school grounds.

5.
Children are expected and encouraged to use “good manners” at all times.
6.
Toys, games, etc., can only be brought to school when requested for special projects. The school does not take responsibility for lost or broken personal items.  Large or expensive toys should not be brought to school.
7.
Children will be encouraged to look after their own personal belongings.

8.
Children should be dressed appropriately for the weather. During the winter months caps, mittens, etc. should be worn. We will try to let children play outdoors during lunch time, if the weather permits.
9.
Children are expected to wear jogging suits and sneakers on gym days.
10.
Wearing hats during class time is not permitted.
11.
Students should not wear inappropriate messages or symbols on shirts & hats.
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PLAYGROUND SAFETY
1.
Students must play inside the “tree line” and inside the fence on the playground.
2.
Sliding down the hill next to the bus lane is a safety concern and is not permitted.
3.
Students are reminded to respect each other and cannot throw rocks, snowballs, and other objects.

4.
Students are to line up in the appropriate line as soon as they hear the signal.  The children must then follow behind the teacher toward the school in an orderly fashion to re-enter the school.
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Bicycles that are ridden to school must be parked in the designated area.

 SEQ CHAPTER \h \r 1SCHOOL BUS SAFETY
1.
Students shall be picked up and discharged only at bus stops approved by the School District.

2.
Students must be on time and never stand in the street while waiting for the bus.
3.
Students must wait for the bus to come to a complete stop and then enter single file. Do not push or crowd.

4.
Students must obey the driver promptly and avoid any unnecessary conversations with him/her while the bus is in motion.

5.
Students must not cross behind the bus.  Crossings are to be in front of the bus, not nearer than 3 meters and only after looking in both directions.

6.
Students must sit quietly in their seats, and remain seated until the bus comes to a complete stop.  Do not leave books or lunches on the bus.

7.
Students cannot open the Emergency Door or bus windows unless there is an emergency.  Do not throw anything out the windows or extend hands, arms or legs through openings.

8.
Eating or drinking is not permitted on the bus.

9.
Be courteous to the driver and fellow passengers.  Rough play or boisterous conduct creates safety concerns and will not be permitted on the bus.
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
